Five Meaningful Uses of the Dictionary

1. Scan multiple meanings and nuanced
uses of the word.

2. Determine the precise meaning of an
unknown word.

3. Study the various uses of the words
changed by morphological structure.

Explore the origin of the word.

Identify synonyms of the word.

1. a: to make the characteristic short loud cry of a dog
b: to make a noise resembling a bark
2. to speak in a curt, long, and usually angry tone: SNap

3. to utter in a curt loud usually angry tone: an officer barking

4. to advocate by persistent outcry: barking their wares
