Procedure:

Tell students that great readers pay
attention to punctuation and read
with expression.

2. Model reading a phrase, sentence or
short passage (but in a bland way
with no prosody). Talk about how you
sounded.

3. Now model the same passage with
Br(%tseordy. Talk about which sounded
etter.

4. Model reading phrasing with different
end marks. Have students echo the
sentences and phrases that you
demonstrate.

5. Give opportunities for student to read
practice phrases or sentences alone.
